DRINKING WATER 
Some parents have asked about drinking water during 
lessons so I thought it might be useful to clarify our 
position with this:

This should normally happen at breaktimes and 
lunchtimes.  During lesson changes and independent  
learning time within the lesson we do also allow children 
to get a quick drink. Teachers may not, however,  permit 
this to happen when the class or group is receiving direct 
instruction from their classteacher as this impacts on 
learning. 
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
