During our WOW day this term, the children will be learning all about
The Stone Age. Please dress your children in messy clothes that you
don’t mind getting a little dirty as we will be using many art resources
throughout the day.

Please ensure that Uncover History: Ancient Greece class reading
books are returned within the first week back if they have not already
been handed in. Our new class book will be given out on the first
Thursday back at school.

Please can you also check that all of your child’s clothing is named as
we have some lost, unnamed items of clothing each day left behind.

Maths
During our first few weeks in school, we will continue
with our work on multiplication and division. After that
unit of work is complete, we will explore perimeter and
length as well as beginning our work on Fractions and
Decimals. We will continue to focus on rapid recall of
multiplication tables which is extremely important and
supports children with a solid foundation and fluency in
Maths. The government has introduced a Key Stage 2
Multiplication Tables Check (MTC) that all Year 4 pupils
will take in Summer Term 2025. The purpose of this
government-led test is to determine whether Year 4
pupils can fluently recall multiplication tables up to 12 x
12 in accordance with the National Curriculum
objectives. We would appreciate it if you could support
your child with learning their multiplication tables at
home on a regular basis in order to help their pace of
recall and accuracy. Practising online using a touchscreen
or keypad in the same format as the test will be
invaluable. A good website to help your children work

Homework
Homework will be set each Thursday and should be
handed in the following Tuesday. It should be
marked with an adult at home. Homework will
include weekly spellings to practise. The weekly
spelling test will take place each Tuesday morning.
Times tables will also be tested on Tuesdays. Please
ensure that the children keep up to date with their
class book reading as there will be a short
assessment on this at the end of the term.

English
This term, the children will be writing newspaper reports,
adverts and diary entries all linked to our unit of The
Stone Age.
It remains extremely important that your child is reading
regularly at home. Please ensure that your child has the
opportunity to read a range of texts, both independently
as well as with an adult, to encourage confidence,
progression and, most importantly, a love of reading. As
part of their homework, children need to read at least
twice a week with an adult at home. Stage books,
assigned at their own individual reading level, should be
brought home from school to read. Please initial the
children’s reading records each week. These will be
collected in each Tuesday.
